17.For leisure activities, bookings cancelled up to 72 hours before
the activity start time will receive a full refund. If the cancellation
is made less than 72 hours before the activity start time, a 50%
cancellation charge will apply.

18. From time to time it may be necessary to vary or withdraw
certain activities without notice. Should we cancel an activity or
close a facility for which you have already paid we will refund all
monies already paid for the relevant activity or try to reschedule
the activity or provide a suitable alternative but will not pay any
compensation as aresult.

19. You must ensure that any activity booked for any member of
your party is suitable for those who are taking part, any safety
equipment provided or required is used and that instructions we
give are followed.

20. Age restrictions and health and safety requirements or
limitations apply for some activities. These may change
from time to time.

21.Unless we have agreed to supervise them, all children under 8
taking part in activities must have parental supervision. Parental
supervision may be required in other instances.

22.For all supervised activities you must provide contact details so
we can contact you during the session, sign your child in/out or
provide a password if they are under 8 and collect your child at
the correct time.
